This year’s Orphan Tour route meanders down the historic main streets of
towns and villages in Maryland and Pennsylvania, as well as along the
picturesque country roads that connect them together.

We’ll depart from the Twin Arch Shopping Center in Mt. Airy, Maryland,
just off Interstate 70. Our destination is Hanover, Pennsylvania. As usual, each
driver will receive printed directions and may travel the 50-mile route at his or
her own speed.

During the day we’ll pause at the railroad museum of the Western
Maryland Railway Historical Society in Union Bridge, Md. with its N-scale
model train layout. (There may be an additional stop or two along the route;
we’re working on it!) And, as in past years, we’ll test your powers of observa-
tion with a written quiz about sights glimpsed along the route. (Participants are
responsible for any admission charges or donations at stops along the way.)

At the end of the day we’ll gather at the Victory Restaurant in Hanover for a
buffet-style dinner. (The meal is optional; you must pre-pay by May 28.
However, you can register for the tour itself either beforehand, or on June 5.)

Din-
ner reservations & payment must be postmarked
by May 28. The entry fee of $8 per car can be
prepaid, or paid at the Tour, and can be refunded
anytime. (Note: you may do the dinner and tour,
or either!)

Buffet dinner includes top round of beef,
broasted chicken, green beans and ham, roasted
baby red potatoes, house salad w/ dressing, rolls
& butter, sheet cake for dessert, and beverage
(soda, coffee, iced tea). Price includes tax & tip.

Dinner is limited to 80, so make reserva-
tions early (deadline: May 28). Your meal
ticket will be given to you at the Tour. No
meal refunds guaranteed after May 28, but
there’s usually a demand for tickets on the day of
the event and we’ll attempt to sell yours for you,
if you phone us to cancel by June 5.

The Tour is open to “orphan” antique cars --
vehicles at least 25 years old which were produced
either by now-defunct manufacturers or the dis-
continued divisions of still-existing companies.
